From the North:  Take M-24 (Telegraph) South to Franklin Road (South of I-696), take a sharp right turn onto Franklin Road and travel to the American Bldg on the left at 

27777 Franklin Road

From the West:  Take I-696 east to exit 7 for American Drive, turn left onto American Drive to Franklin Road, American Center will be on the right at 27777 Franklin Road.

From the East:  Take I-696 to Exit 10, merge onto M-10 North toward Northwestern Hwy turn left onto Franklin Road (just South of 12 Mile Road) follow to 27777 Franklin Road.

From the South:  Take M-10 (John C Lodge) north to Northwestern Hwy to Franklin Road turn left and follow to 27777 Franklin Road
